In his Introductory essay, Hari Shankar Prasad presents, in brief, a critical evaluation of the
Indian philosophical Views of time, and reconstructs the Philosophy of time showing its linguo-centricity and
subjectivity. He treats time as the underlying a Priori explanatory principle of all changes, events, happenings,
processes, and subsistence of beings, and as the single most coordinating Factor of all Experiences and
reflections. Prasad denies cosmic significance and Metaphysical Truth of time, and thinks that reality of time is
a source of metaphysical confusions; but he accepts the Cultural significance of the myths and Images of time
which serve the Purpose of revealing reality to human beings; and in this sense, he takes them as indicative of
truth.
